Eligibility: 
 
Women aged 18 and above who are artists working in any medium 
other than photography and film/moving image who are competent 
swimmers in deep and opaque water. 
 
Current member of the KLPA. 
 
What we offer: 
 
The KLPA will fund an annual season ticket wrist band which allows 
access to the Ladies Pond on Hampstead Heath during lifeguarded 
opening hours (including pre-booked times during peak traffic from 
June to September).

Each residency will run for 12 months from September 2025 to 
September 2026.

Curated exhibition opportunity in Autumn 2026, in North London 
and/or performance opportunity, Autumn 2026. 
 
Professional photography of any completed physical work or 
performances, copies to be supplied to the artist concerned and to 
the KLPA archives. 
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All work produced during the residency will belong to the individual 
artist(s) but the KLPA shall also have rights to display and reproduce 
the works themselves during the residency and the rights to display 
images or other records of the works in perpetuity after the 
residency. The KLPA reserves the right to limit the number of 
residencies granted in the absence of sufficient qualifying 
submissions.

5. I have a carer. If I am chosen for this residency, will she also 
receive a 12-month wrist band?
